Using du, de la or de l’

Le Luxembourg est un voisin de la France.
La France est un voisin du Luxembourg.



Using du, de la or de l’

You may have used ‘de’ in other lessons, such as when asking for 
something. After using ‘de’, it follows this rule of gender:

de plus a masculine noun is du.
de plus a feminine noun is de la.
de plus a noun that starts with a vowel (whether masculine and 
feminine) is de l’.



Using du, de la or de l’

These countries are masculine (and don’t start with a vowel):

Le Royaume-Uni
Le Luxembourg

So it would be:
du Royaume Uni
du Luxembourg



Using du, de la or de l’
These countries are feminine (and don’t start with a vowel):

la France
la Belgique
la Suisse

So it would be:
de la France

de la Belgique
de la Suisse



Using du, de la or de l’
These countries start with a vowel:

l’Allemagne
l’Espagne

l’Italie

So it would be:
de l’Allemagne
de l’Espagne

de l’Italie
